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Contemporary American Art Part 2 by Fabian Bruske

The panorama of art in America was pretty unclear starting from 1900
till the Second World War. At the end of 19th century the Universal Ex-
position in Chicago and the Pacific Art Exposition in San Francisco
ended the American Realism period. The evolution of industry and the
assembly line production of objects were the reasons the art déco style
was born. It embraced the production of art in different mediums like
Architecture, Fashion, the design and manufacture of products, as well
as more conventional art forms. Cubism spread in America soon after it |
was invented by Picasso and Braque in France. It came to the US ety
through the work of artists like Picabia, Brancusi and Archipenko. At the
beginning of the 20" century American sculpture was a heterogeneous
mixture of the styles of these three different artists.

After 1900 Europe saw the rise of artistic streams called Avant-gardes.
Their purpose was to destroy
the old and traditional con-
cepts of Art; like the differ-
ence between

tended as imitation of reality,
or art as any artifact from
any O6artisto.
called Avant-garde were:
Cubism, Expressionism, Ab-
stractionism, Dadaism, Fu-
turism and Surrealism. They
follow one after the other
starting from 1910 till 1940.

The Avant-gardes had al-

ready suffered under the harshly restricted regimes of the Nazis,
Fascists, and Communists, so many artists decided to leave
Europe for America thereby moving the center of Contemporary Art
from Europe, the old continent, to the U.S, the new continent.

In the 50s Americads political and
rise. It was in this fertile environment that the first American Con-
temporary Art movement called Abstract Expressionism arose.
This stream was largely composed of painters, but there were a
few artists who practiced sculpture like Chamberlain, Voulkos, and
Maison.

Features of this movement were to avoid the use of sketches or
drawings before painting or sculpting and to not represent reality.
Their guiding principle was based on free and instinctive expres-
sion from the artist, to create an object that represents the emo-
tional state of the artist. For the Abstract Expressionists the pin-
point of art was to let the unconscious express itself through the
nonchalant creation of the artist.

The stream achieved success soon after it was born because it

Abstract Expressionism was divided into two different cate-
gories: the Action Painting of Pollock, and Color Field who's
largest artist was Willem de Kooning.
The Color Field stream arose into two cities. In New York the
movement developed thanks to two important personae: the
art critic Clement Greeneberg who promoted most artists of
the stream, and Piet Mondrian the Dutch artist who handed
down the concept of abstract art from Europe when he moved
to America.
Washington DC was the other epicenter city of American
Color Field. There the stream developed mostly because of
Cézanne's art, but also thanks to the influence of New York
artists.
