Sharpening Your Saw (Cont’d)

engine of the saw nnd reduces the wear on
the bar. It is hard to sharpen and easy to
dull, the top of the cuttar e sharpemed with
= special file, and then a round file is used to
elean the guillets. It la an excellant chain for
cutting in larger soft woods, hut oot for
harder woods.

Now bete talk abont bars, the mecent article,
“Gat off the Dime”, by Mike McVay, is cne of
the beal, articles concerming the subjest of
corving bars that 1 have ever read, [ woald
ol that with suofficdently modified chains,
mere can be done with & dime tip. First,
you hawe to have a chain that will fit the
curve af the dime tp To test iF the quartar
pitch you are buying will work om a dime tip,
place the end of a loop of chain in your hand
and =@ if you can touch the drive hnks at
the very eod of the chain into the hellow
hetwesn the drve links, if yoo canmot then
the elepln s not saitable for & dime tip,

I must giress that noviees shoold seek the
guidarce of experienced carver bofore rodl-
fring oy chain. A Loyproper modifieation s
dangeroas and wasteful, You may oob be
prepared  for the resetionory forces that
modified chiing saf Cans.

One the Radial crcumference of 4 carving
har, places the cutting edge at o dissdvanta-
geouz anghe bo the wowd, the hock of the
chnin pivets out, and the chip has b bend at
an extrease anghe leading to cogging of the
chiin arcund the bp. ths cawses undo pres-
surg on the tip and buming of the bar rails
Remowal of the anting hack of the sattar ta
the measurement of 584 of coe inch will
rebeve the problem while leaving the kerfs
of the chain the same. The back will nod hit
and the chip will clear easier. becange it i
ol Toread inte &b evtremne & benid ns with a
stamdnrd chain,

The anli prablem i that it tends to over mt,
eapwaially whim egharpened to Batreme, ta
solve this problem T take a new chain and
with a small rtary grinder, grmd the front
half of the cutter away, then 1 sharpen it
with a 148 inch file at between 20 Lo 15 de-
gree top plate angle. Finich up by taking
the depth pauges dewn to match the cotbers
This chain is enly for oxtreme detail and
should only be used for such.

Yo plnedd always use a sandard bar to do
a5 much work as poseble, then switch to the
varving bars for the oobs that only they can
make, and having & good moling fuaid helps,
oil is ok, but water, plain old water, is even
bedter ax any Iee corver will tell you. It has a
bower evaparation temperatune than oll, that
means it removes moee heat faster than oil.
What you want to do iz have a litle con-
tainer of water, not much is required la
quiari iz ensoph) then when the bar heata up
stmply dip the tip into the water and albow

the steam to evaporate and cool the bar. That
will bring the femperatare of the bar down a
litthe more than is possible with oil and will
e v A little more carving tme betwsen
cooling periods. [ did at cne time build a water
pooled bar, wou eould carve all day with out
worty of wrerheating the dime tip bar, the only
problom ia fitting the water aystem to the saw,
where thers i3 ne interference in cutting
depth, Also, the pint of water adds a little
extra weight o the aaw, Other than thoss
problema it worked well. The steam produced
by the heat of the bar actually made cutding
easier.

Stondard bars, there are three types of Stan-
damd baes

Plerin Hord Tip  Has oo sprocket in the tip,
it is designed for situntions in whicl dirt
would destroy the Speocket nose tips T use
ondy Bemi chiged on this type of bar, as thai is
thee Isst epmnbination for dirty woad,

Standord Sprocket Tip Has a sprocket in
the enid of the bar thal reduses the odting
pressure eal the tip, most require grease and
have a smnll hobe that should be given a shot
of grease regularly. They should also be
cleaned every onee in a while by using cheap
carburetor cleansr @0 gpray into the
sronnd the tip to remove dirk, then o quick
=hot of new graasa.

Some bars do oot have 1o be gronsed hiswever,
these bars ste hibricated by the sperial chain,
and shombd always be mun with g chain that
provided a way to pump the ol o the Bar tip,
ar running them withour said chain, greatly
peduces the lifo of the bar! These hars and
chains are eazy to recopriee &8 the bar will
have no grease hole, and the chain will have
hodes or sbots in the dove finks of the chain.
